John 7:43: “So there was a division among the people because of Him”

John 9:16: “…and there was a division among them…”

Luke 12:51-53: “Suppose ye that I am come to give peace on earth?  I tell you, Nay; but rather division; for …the father shall be divided against the son, and the son against the father; the mother against the daughter, and the daughter against the mother…”

John 7:41-43: “Others said, This is the Christ.  But some said, Shall Christ come out of Galilee?...so there was a division among the people because of him”

John 9:14-16: “And it was the sabbath day when Jesus…opened his eyes…therefore said some of the Pharisees, This man is not of God, because He keepeth not the sabbath day.  Others said, How can a man that is a sinner do such miracles?  And there was a division among them”

Titus 2:10: “…shewing all good fidelity; that they may adorn the doctrine of God our Saviour in all things”

Acts 14:2-4: “…the unbelieving Jews stirred up the Gentiles, and made their minds evil affected against the brethren…and…the multitude of the city was divided: and part held with the Jews, and part with the apostles”

Acts 23:6-8: “…Paul…cried…of the hope and resurrection of the dead I am called in question.  And when he had so said, there arose a dissension between the Pharisees and the Sadducees: and the multitude was divided.  For the Sadducees say that there is no resurrection…but the Pharisees confess both”

Revelation 13:1-3: “And I…saw a beast…and his deadly wound was healed”

Psalm 146:8: “The Lord openeth the eyes of the blind…”
