I John 3:17: “But whoso hath this world’s good, and seeth his brother have need, and shutteth up his bowels of compassion from him, how dwelleth the love of God in him?”
Matthew 26:56: “Then all the disciples forsook Him, and fled”
John 15:13: “Greater love hath no man than this, that a man lay down his life for his friends”

Luke 11:3-8: “Which of you shall have a friend, and shall go unto him at midnight, and say unto him, Friend, lend me three loaves; For a friend of mine is come to me, and I have nothing to set before him?”
